She 

recently had surgery to remove scarring and hopes, with help 

from her husband Michael and mother-in-law Patricia Strange, 

to get the snack bar opened and operating by that date.     

   Strange said she plans to offer breakfast burritos, and salads, 

with the occasional chefôs salad. She will also be offering hot 

dogs, chile dogs, green and red chile, hot soup and hot large 

pretzels. Hours of operation will initially be from about 8 a.m. 

to 7 p.m., and she will be closed between 2-5 p.m. 

   The New Mexico Commission for the Blind approached her 

to take over the snack bar following the late Barbara Hockerôs 

death. A state law allows visually impaired persons to operate 

businesses on state property.

   The day-long visit will encompass meetings 

with campus CEO Felicia Casados, faculty, 

staff, students and the Advisory Board. Sup-

porting college document will be available for 

review in a document room set up in the li-

brary. 

   An accreditation visit requires documentation 

of programs, services and other items, such as 

does the college have a student 

handbook, and a catalog of courses? 

   The accreditation process requires written evidence to support  the five 

criterion HLC uses for the accreditation evaluation. The five criterion may 

be found on the HLC Website: www.ncahlc.org. 

   Accreditation for a college such as NMSU-Grants is important because 

without accreditation the campus is not allowed to operate. Accreditation 

also makes the college eligible for federal financial aid for students. 

   Accreditation also guarantees students that they are receiving quality 

education and services that meet the standards of colleges and universities 

across the nation, Casados said. 

   ñThe accreditation is good for 10 years,ò she said. The sessions with 

faculty and students will be about 30-40 minutes each. The visit actually 

begins on April 27 when Casados will meet the members of the accredita-

tion team at the main New Mexico State University campus in Las Cruces.  

   A 10-member team will visit the main campus, two of which will review 

and visit NMSU-Grants. All members of this team will be people experi-

enced in higher education, both faculty and administrators. 

   The result of the accreditation visit should be known about a month after 

the two-member team visits NMSU-Grants.
